/ IFD dust removal module can be used all the time,
generally does not need to be replaced, and can be
washed. According to the actual conditions of the air
conditioner, just clean it by yourself or when prompted
by the APP. Additionally, clean the dust on the
negative ion emitter on the right inner wall of the air
duct with dry brush and other items.

6. After the IFD dust removal module becoming
completely dry and without water, load it into the
machine, and then install the dust screen.

1. After installation of the air conditioner, the installer
shall load the IFD dust removal module into the air
conditioner.
2. After cleaning, color of the module cannot restore to
its original condition, but this will not affect its
performance.
